Visual Identity Observations

Clothing
· Prevalent symbol is the monogram “ND” in various iterations.

· Stand along

· In a shield

· Within a wavy circle (with University of Notre Dame spelled out)

· New versions appear to be emerging

· ALGERIAN or Western styles (think lettering on Barnum & Bailey circus wagons)

· Intrusion of shamrock on to monogram

· Amended seal – using the ND visual identity shield within a curvy circle surrounded by the words “University of Notre Dame”
· Workmarks:

· Notre Dame

· Irish

· Fighting Irish

· University of Notre Dame

· Play like a champion

· Shamrock

· Leprechaun

· Some combination of wordmarks with leprechaun, sports symbol (e.g., football), shamrock

Did not see much use of golden dome/Mary . . . only two or three items. Nor was the official College identity (shield plus the words University of Notre Dame in wordmark next to it) used on clothing.

Religious
Notre Dame has a section called “religious”, however, the items were more Catholic or Christian symbols vs. University equity (Mary atop Golden Dome or cross on Basilica)

· Jewelry was traditional and celtic crosses.

· Rosaries, crosses, statues were “generic” Catholic icons

· One series of medals did have Saint Christopher on one side and a sport depicted on the other (this did not say U of ND)

Fine Jewelry (cased section)
· N.D. rosaries where the medal was the Golden Dome or Mary atop the Dome.

· Charms included: Golden Dome/Mary, amended seal, leprechaun, monogram, monogram in circle, etc.

Glassware/merchandise
· Amended seal
· Monogram

· Wordmarks

· Shamrock

Again, limited use of Golden Dome – on one or two fine gift items. No religious or seals on novelty items like shot glasses, beer glasses, tail gate items, etc.
