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This set of problems involves IR, Proton and C-13 NMR, and Mass spectra.  In the upper left of the screen you will see the carbon and hydrogen count -- but not oxygen, nitrogen, or halides. Use the buttons below to display the desired spectrum.  The functional group buttons at the lower left of the page will let you know whether you are on the right track.  When you think you have an answer, draw it into the JME applet and submit for evaluation.

    There are 34 problems.  The first 17 are straightforward; 18-34 have some unexpected twists.  Using the "New Problem" button you can move through the problems in sequence. The "Unknown Number" field allows you to choose a particular unknown, starting the sequence there.
